THCH provides safe and secure homes for the Over 60s.

What are flats for the over 60s?

Over 60s flats are self-contained bedsit, 1 and 2 bed
homes specifically for residents who are Over 60.

The difference between a general needs flat and
Over 60s accommodation is that Over 60s flats have
various facilities designed to meet the needs of older
people - plus the whole block will be exclusively for 
older people.

THCH has the following Over 60s blocks:

When considering whether an Over 60s property is the
type of home you want, it must be borne in mind that
you will need to be reasonably fit and mobile, with or
without the use of aids and that you are able to
manage on your own.

Some over 60s dwellings have communal facilities
such as  a club room nearby - where a range of activities
such as bingo, coffee mornings and dancing may be
organised.  A great way to meet your neighbours!

How do I register my interest in an Over 60s flat?

You will need to be on the housing list to be eligible
for an Over 60s flat.  You will then be able to register 
your interest by bidding for suitable homes that are
advertised each week.

Homes are advertised in the ‘Homeseekers’ pages in the
East End Life newspaper, online at www.thhs.org.uk and
in all THCH offices and Council One Stop Shops.
